PROGRAM FEATURE: GIRL'S LIFE

This year, we launched our Girl's LIFE (Learning
Independence through Financial Education)
program designed specifically for young
women, ages 17-22. From January to May of
2019, three pilot programs were run in
Lawrence, Lowell, and Roxbury at YWCA
Northeastern MA Teen Parenting Program,
Justice Resource Institute Young Parent Support
Program, and Family Services of Greater Boston.

Each program contained ten weeks of
90 minute interactive workshops, which
included one-to-one coaching. Contents of the
workshops covered budgeting, goal setting,
banking, credit, shopping on a budget,
educational opportunities, resume building,
negotiation skills, & more!

Participants in the Girl's LIFE program reported
improvements in their money management
skills, confidence, and educational goals.
